HOW CAN I MAKE A DIFFERENCE IN SOMEONE’S LIFE???
Often, citizens come into the Town Office to ask if there is anyone in the community that needs help with heating fuel or food.  They want to make a donation or do something for a resident that can use some help.

I administer the General Assistance Program and because State guidelines are so low, often an elderly person living alone does not qualify for assistance.  The maximum level of income this year for a household of 1 to qualify for General Assistance is $483.00.  Most elderly living alone receive at least $600.00 a month in Social Security which disqualifies them for General Assistance, but does not give them enough money to get them through the winter.

I would like to compile a list of helpers (volunteers) who may be interested in being contacted when we get word that an elderly person is in need.  At this time I would like to limit the help to people 62 and over.
How can you help?

Donations of money to start a fund for this purpose.

Donations of Materials for Weatherization or Home Repair.

Donations of Wood or Oil.

The Town cannot store materials or wood or oil, but would like to add your name to a list of people who may be able to donate if contacted.

Can you volunteer your time?

Home Repairs (Broken Windows, Broken Steps, Broken Plumbing, etc.)
Weatherization (Chimney Repair, Plastic on Windows, Plastic around foundation)

Plowing, Shoveling, Mowing, Trimming.
Maybe you have a teenager who would benefit from some Community Service.
If you volunteer to do something once, it doesn’t mean you would be responsible to do it all the time.  We would call from the list whenever we hear of a need.
