1. CALL TO ORDER.
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by Chairman Frederick.

2. PLEDGE TO THE FLAG.
3. REVIEW/APPROVE MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 3, 2010
Selectman Holt made a motion to approve the minutes of February 3, 2010.  Seconded by Selectman Lorette.  Motion Passed.
4. SELECTMEN’S REPORTS.

Etta Tappan asked who put together the warrant and why the Treasurer’s position was put last on the warrant.  Michelle encouraged them to make a motion at town meeting to move it up on the warrant.

Mr. Richard Dane who moved to town a couple years ago stated that he has managed a business for many years, and when Charlotte came to him in tears because of what is going on, he feels this is an issue between two people, and he would just ask that the board listen to her issues with an open mind.  He stated that Charlotte was very knowledgeable and helpful to him when he was in the process of moving into town.
Mr. Joe Coen who recently moved here from NJ said same thing, said one of the big reasons he moved to town was because of Charlotte and how friendly and helpful she is at the town office.

Gloria Frederick stated she was approached after the last meeting saying they understood she is trying to close the landfill.  She states she is not trying to close the landfill.  She is only asking for protection for the town to ensure they are a good neighbor and she stated several issues that show they are not a good neighbor.  She said they were suppose to put a fence up, that hasn’t happened and she would like it done.
Sally stated the Town needs a lot of protection.  Any landfill will fail.
