1. CALL TO ORDER.
The meeting was called to order at 6:07 PM by Chairman Frederick.
2. PLEDGE TO THE FLAG.
3. REVIEW/APPROVE MINUTES OF JANUARY 20, 2010
Selectman Lorette made a motion to approve the minutes of January 20, 2010.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.

Selectman Schaeffer:  Received calls regarding a potential junkyard facility at 128 Burrill Hill Rd.       Michelle will give it to CEO tomorrow.

Selectman Schaeffer:  Report of a caved in roof on a mobile home on Burrill Hill Rd.  Check to see if a health hazard.  Michelle will give to CEO tomorrow.

6. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON LD760 STATE PLANNING OFFICE LETTER.  
The letter to the SPO was read aloud.  See attached.
Selectman Schaeffer asked that Representative Curtis voice the concerns of the citizens of Norridgewock at sessions regarding this issue in the future.  Michelle will be in Augusta on Friday and would like to know from the board, a yes or no answer on how the Board of Selectmen feels about this issue.

Representative Curtis asked for clarification if the town wants to move forward with LD760.   
Chairman Frederick would like to see that this bill does not go forward as is, but to have a new bill put forward next year which the town of Norridgewock would be more involved in.  He feels they were rushed into making a decision and the board wasn’t given the time to look into all the information before making a decision.  Selectman Schaeffer and Selectman Lint agreed with Chairman Frederick.  They feel that they are not doing the citizens a favor by rushing this bill along.
Selectman Schaeffer made a motion to send the letter with an additional statement at the bottom of the last page, “*  The Norridgewock Board of Selectmen were able to voice their recommendations to Representative Phil Curtis on February 3rd, 2010 concerning working together with all parties on this issue during the 125th legislative session.”  Seconded by Selectman Holt.   
Diane Gogan said she would like to see these kinds of issues made more public when they are being discussed at Selectmen’s meetings so more community members could attend that may want more information or have an opinion both positive and negative.
Gloria Frederick spoke about her personal issues as a neighbor of Waste Management, and thanking Selectmen and expressing appreciation for what they are doing today.

Motion Passed.

7. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON UNION CONTRACT.
Selectman Lorette made a motion to not sign the Union Contract until the pending issues on page 7, Article #8, Job Descriptions, are resolved. Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed
8. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON TOWN MEETING WARRANT.
The town meeting warrant was reviewed.  The department appropriation items were discussed with regard to the differences between the Board of Selectmen and the Budget Committee.  Selectmen decided to leave the higher dollar amounts on the warrant and to let the town’s people make the choice at Town Meeting due to the fact that dollar amounts can be decreased from the floor, but not increased. 

Selectman Lint made a motion to approve the warrant as written with the following amendments: to delete the warrant article which stated To see if the Town will vote to change the Town clerk position from elected to appointed, and to approve the warrant article which states To see if the Town will vote to change the Town Treasurer position from elected to appointed.   Seconded by Selectman Schaeffer.  Motion Passed. 3 in favor 2 opposed. Opposition due to the inclusion of the Town Treasurer article.

Selectman Lorette made a motion to approve the January 20, 2010 Warrants.  Seconded by Selectman Schaeffer.  Motion Passed.
