1. CALL TO ORDER.
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by Chairman Frederick.

2. PLEDGE TO THE FLAG.
3. REVIEW/APPROVE MINUTES OF MARCH 3, 2010, SPECIAL SELECTMEN’S MEETING FEBRUARY 24, 2010 AND AMMENDED MINUTES FROM FEBRUARY 17, 2010.
Selectman Jepson made a motion to approve the minutes of March 3, 2010, special meeting February 24, 2010 and amended minutes of February 17, 2010.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.

4. SELECTMEN’S REPORTS.   

Selectman Lint said someone asked him about the Sewer Commissioners.   When do they meet?  Michelle said they meet as needed since she has been here, but with the new commissioners she would like to have them set up regularly scheduled meetings.

Ron asked about getting the Christmas Wreaths that are up downtown taken down.  Michelle said that wasn’t done by the Town, it is a Chamber project but she will look into it.

Ron got a note about people being charged for minutes and agendas.

Michelle said it had been brought to her attention by Selectmen asking if we are charging everyone for copies.  Michelle plans to have it on the agenda for next meeting.  Ron asked if we have charged for minutes and agendas in the past, Michelle said “No we have not but the policy that was put into place by Selectman previously did not have any exclusion”.
5. TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT.

6. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON QUIT CLAIM DEEDS.
Selectman Holt made a motion to sign the Quit Claim Deeds for Map 33 Lot 99 and Map 35 Lot 37 and a cemetery Quit Claim Deed for Ronald Quimby.  Seconded by Selectman Jepson.  Motion Passed.

7. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON BID #2 FROM 2/17/2010 SELECTMEN’S MEETING.
The successful bidder on bid #2 did not come in by the 15 day deadline with the remainder of the bid price.  The successful bidder is the current resident of the property and it was owned by them before the foreclosure.  Michelle had spoken with them and they stated they could not come up with the money by the 15 day deadline but could bring it in the next day.  The rules state that only the Selectmen are allowed to determine if the Town can accept a bid payment after the initial deadline.  Selectman Holt made a motion to give them until April 7, 2010 to pay the balance of the bid.  Seconded by Selectman Jepson.  Motion Passed.
8. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON RECREATION BY-LAWS.
Selectman Jepson made a motion to table until next meeting.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.

9. DISCUSSION/ACTON ON PLACEMENT OF RADAR TRAILER.
Robert Pomelow asked what means of enforcement is there to go along with the radar trailer.  He feels it is a waste of the Towns money to rent this trailer if no one is going to enforce the speed.

Michelle said there is no charge, the Town was chosen in a lottery.  Information will be recorded and given back to the town.  The Town could go to the police and request that the high speed area be more closely monitored.

10. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON SEWER COMMITMENT.
Selectman Lint made a motion to sign the Sewer Commitment.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.

11. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON APPOINTMENTS.

Selectman Holt made a motion to table the appointments until the next meeting.  Seconded by Selectman Jepson.  Motion Passed.

12. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON POLE PERMIT.

Madison Electric is asking permission to place poles on Sandy River Road within the Towns right of way.  Road Foreman Joe Bishop asked that they move them back 2 to 3 feet.
Liz Hilton asked why they were moving from the other side of the road to their field.  Jim Hilton feels like he has given them enough of his property for poles.

Selectman Holt made a motion to table this until the next meeting and ask Madison Electric to come and explain why they are putting these poles on that side.  Seconded by Selectman Lint.  Motion Passed.

13. DISCUSSION ACTION TO APPROVE MARCH 17, 2010 WARRANTS.
Selectman Jepson made a motion to approve the above warrants.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.

14. OTHER BUSINESS/PUBLIC COMMENT.   (LIMITED TO 2 MINUTES)
Bob Pomelow asked where the veteran’s monument display went.  Michelle said it was taken to Oosoola Store by the legion.  The monument was built by Marlene Clark’s husband Lester and she allowed them to place it there. 
Jim Hilton stated a place on Winding Hill by Nelson Quimby’s could use paving, also Sandy River Road use to be paved but its not anymore.  Michelle said it is on the list of roads that the Road Committee is discussing for next year.

Diane Gogan asked when does the budget committee meet.  Michelle said it will be sometime in April.
Jim Hilton asked if there is any indication what will happen with the school budget if they do not close Cornville School.  Michelle said there is no indication that Norridgewock’s share will go up but it’s too early to tell.  Canaan will go up this year because their evaluations went up.
Diane Gogan asked why the commitment book is not in a folder.  Michelle will look into it.

Selectman Jepson made a motion to go into Executive Session at 7:00 pm.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.
