   SELECTMEN’S MEETING

MINUTES
WEDNESDAY MARCH 3, 2010
6:00 PM
Attendance:  Selectman Ronald Frederick, Richard Holt, Laura Lorette, Tom Lint and Victor Jepson.  Town Manager Michelle Flewelling, Town Clerk Charlotte Curtis, Clerk/Secretary Sharon Dodge, and citizen on the attached attendance sheet.
1. CALL TO ORDER BY TOWN CLERK.

The meeting was called to order by Town Clerk Charlotte Curtis at 6:05 PM.
2. PLEDGE TO THE FLAG.

3. VOTE TO ELECT CHAIRMAN.

Selectman Lint made a motion to nominate Ronald Frederick as Chairman of the Board.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.

4. VOTE TO ELECT VICE CHAIRMAN

Selectman Lint made a motion to nominate Richard Holt as Vice Chairman.  Seconded by Selectman Lorette.  Motion Passed.

5. VOTE PAYROLL WARRANT POLICY

Selectman Lint made a motion to appoint Richard Holt to sign the payroll warrants.  Seconded by Selectman Lorette.  Motion Passed.

6. REVIEW/APPROVE MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING OF FEBRUARY 17, 2010.
Selectman Holt made a motion to approve the minutes of January 20, 2010.  Seconded by Selectman Lorette.  Motion Passed.

7. SELECTMEN’S REPORTS.   
Selectman Lint said that someone questioned why Richard Wallace was acting as Registrar of Voters and passing out the green cards for people to use for voting.  Charlotte Curtis said he was a Ballot Clerk acting at her request.  The question was asked why he wasn’t checking to see if people were registered voters.  Charlotte said that most of the people there had been in earlier in the day and she was comfortable that he was giving the green cards to registered voters only.

9. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON QUIT CLAIM DEEDS
Selectman Holt made a motion to sign the attached Quit Claim Deeds.  Seconded by Selectman Jepson.  Motion Passed.

10. DISCUSSION/ACTION TO FIX FORECLOSURE BID #4
Town Manager, Michelle Flewelling explained to selectmen that the original owners of the property on bid #4; Map 035 Lot 037 had filed bankruptcy in November of 2009, prior to the foreclosure.  Copies of MMA’s Foreclosure Regulations from the Tax Lien Manual were provided to Selectmen and the Town Manager explained that the Town had no right to take any action on the foreclosure.  The mortgage company, Nationstar Mortgage, LLC had however filed an automatic stay, which allows them to proceed regarding the property to protect their interest.  Therefore the original motion to award Bid #4 to the highest bidder needs to be rescinded and the mortgage company needs to be allowed to make payments if they see fit.  The Town is still in possession of the check submitted by Drummond & Drummond, on behalf of the mortgage company, and D&D would like us to accept the payment on Nationstar’s behalf.

Selectman Lorette made a motion to rescind the motion to accept the February 17, 2010 Bid # 4 from Robert and Kathy Currier for $20,000.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.

Selectman Holt made the motion to allow Nationstar Mortgage to pay of the sewer liens.  Seconded by Selectman Lint.  Motion Passed.
11. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS
Selectman Holt made a motion to put out a list stating that people can come in to get volunteer applications at the Town Office for possible openings on some of the Town Committees.  Seconded by Selectman Jepson.  Motion Passed.

Kerri Everett asked about the new library.  She was under the impression that it was a temporary library.  She thought the deed stated that no building could be put on that property.  Michelle will check into it.
