   SELECTMEN’S MEETING

MINUTES
WEDNESDAY APRIL 21, 2010
                           6:00 PM
Attendance:  Chairman Ronald Frederick, Vice Chairman Richard Holt, Selectmen Laura Lorette, Tom Lint and Victor Jepson.  Town Manager Michelle Flewelling. Office Clerk Sharon Dodge and citizens listed on the attached attendance sheet.

1. CALL TO ORDER.
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by Chairman Frederick.

2. PLEDGE TO THE FLAG.
3. REVIEW/APPROVE MINUTES OF APRIL 7, 2010.
Selectman Holt made a motion to approve the minutes of April 7, 2010.  Seconded by Selectman Lorette.  Motion Passed.

4. SELECTMEN’S REPORTS.   
Selectman Lorette asked if Michelle found out anything about the Basketball Raffle and the closing ceremonies.  Michelle said she believes the closing ceremonies are being held next week, but she hasn’t been able to reach Mike Heath to find out about the raffle issue.  She has spoken to some people asking them if they see him to have him get in touch with her.



Selectman Holt had a complaint about an ATV coming down Airport Road and Rt. 2.

Chairman Frederick asked about the Basketball Closing Ceremonies and the Raffle that was never drawn.

5. TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT.
See attached Town Managers Report.

Added to the Town Managers report is letting Selectmen know that Renee Goodwin, a representative from Senator Olympia Snowe’s office will be here at the Town Office on May 12, 2010 from 9:30 to 11:30 am.  She will be in the lobby to answer questions and address concerns that citizens may have.
6. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON POLE PERMIT.
Selectman Lorette made a motion to sign the attached April 14, 2010 Pole permit for Madison Electric for 7 Poles.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.

Selectman Lorette made a motion to approve the attached Central Maine Powers Pole permit.  Seconded by Selectman Jepson.  Motion Passed.

7. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON RECREATION COMMITTEE.
Kerri Everett asked if the Selectman would consider moving this item further down the agenda because the representative from the Recreation Department that was suppose to be here to speak to the Board could not make it and notified the Chairman of the Recreation Department at the last minute.  The Chairman is on his way to speak to the Board.

Selectman Holt made a motion to move this item to #12.  Seconded by Selectman Lorette.  Motion Passed.

8. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON FEES.
Selectman Jepson made a motion to charge $1.00 per foot for used culverts.  Seconded by Selectman Lint.  Motion Passed.

Selectman Jepson made a motion to approve the Library book and video fees, but to wait on implementing them until after the drop box is in place.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.
9. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON TOWN OFFICE BASEMENT.
Selectman Jepson made a motion to table until the next meeting.  Seconded by Selectman Lorette.  Motion Passed.

10. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON ROAD NAME WHISPERING PINES DRIVE.

Selectman Lorette made a motion to approve the naming of Whispering Pines Drive off Walker Road.  No Second.  Charlotte Curtis was concerned that the word Pines in the name might be an issue because we already have a Pine Street.  Jim Hilton stated we also needed to be careful not to name roads the same as Mercer’s Roads because we share a post office and it gets very confusing with deliveries.  Selectman requested that Michelle get a copy of Mercer’s road names.  Selectmen Lorette made a motion to approve Whispering Pines Drive contingent on whether Mercer has this road name or not.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.
11. DISCUSSION ACTION ON CAFETERIA PLAN.

Selectman Jepson made a motion to approve the Cafeteria Plan.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.

Selectman Lorette made a motion to table the Recreation Department concerns because the representative from the Recreation Department could not be here.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  
12. DISCUSSION ACTION TO APPROVE APRIL 21, 2010 WARRANTS.
Selectman Lorette made a motion to sign the April 21, 2010 warrants.  Seconded by Selectman Jepson.  Motion Passed.

13. OTHER BUSINESS/PUBLIC COMMENT.   (LIMITED TO 2 MINUTES)
Kerri Everett asked for a better understanding of the use and the purpose of the Recreation Committee.  Kerri asked why the Board chose to overrule the Recreation Departments recommendations when appointing a new member to the committee.  She wondered if the Board looked over the applications before making their decisions.  She and Roger Stinson wondered if qualifications were looked at before making a decision.  They also wondered why put qualifications on the application if they are not going to be looked at.  Selectman Lorette stated the Board was aware of all the applications that came in, and she said that the Board felt they had chosen a good variety of Board Members.
Selectman Lorette made a motion to add appointments to the agenda.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed. 
Selectman Jepson made a motion to reappoint the current members, Kenneth Morgan, Gilbert Taylor, Judy Mosher, Jesse Crandall, Brett Davis, Donald Carr, Parker Tyler, and Mike Willey to the Airport Advisory Committee.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.
Selectman Holt made a motion to appoint Michelle Flewelling as the First Park Alternate.  Seconded by Selectman Lorette.  Motion Passed.  

Selectman Lorette made a motion to appoint Selectman Lint as KVCOG Representative.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  

Selectman Holt made a motion to appoint Michelle Flewelling as the alternate KVCOG Representative.  Seconded by Selectman Jepson.  Motion Passed.

Jim Hilton asked if Michelle had any updates to share regarding the Sandy River Road.

Nothing new at this time, but they told him that a Representative from Olympia Snowe’s office will be here on May 12, 2010 and he might consider coming in to talk to them.  The Town Manager recapped the items that were discussed during her Town Manager’s Report because Mr. Hilton was not present at that time of the meeting.  
Charlotte asked if the Oxbow cemetery was in danger of being damaged.  The Town Manager stated that the cemetery could be in danger and will be looked at should the town decide to apply for a Hazardous Mitigation Grant to correct the issues on the Sandy River.
