Michelle recommends 1: Shim and Overlay, Ward Hill Rd., 2:  Redesign curve on Ward Hill Rd., 3:  Install additional gravel and pave Martin Stream Rd. and 5:  shim and overlay on Beech Hill Rd.  Selectman Jepson made a motion to do 1,2,3 and 5 and make Sandy River Road a priority first.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Not passed after discussion. 
Selectman Jepson made a motion to change his motion to do 1,3, and 5.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Vote was 2 to 2 with Selectman Lorette and Selectman Lint opposed. Chairman Frederick did not vote.  Motion not passed.
Selectman Lorette made a motion for the Town Crew to look at doing #2.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.

Selectmen Holt made a motion to do 1,3, and 5.  Seconded by Selectman Jepson.  Motion passed 4 to 1 with Selectman Lorette opposed.

Selectmen requested that Michelle look into getting the information on moving the Sandy River Road over as soon as possible so the road isn’t closed all summer.  Michelle has also emailed MMA requesting information on whether Jim Hilton can use the road to get to his fields at his own risk.
