   SELECTMEN’S MEETING

MINUTES
WEDNESDAY MAY 19, 2010
                           6:00 PM
Attendance: Chairman Ronald Frederick, Vice Chairman Richard Holt, Selectmen Laura Lorette and Tom Lint. Office Clerk Sharon Dodge, and citizens listed on the attached attendance sheet.  Absent:  Selectman Victor Jepson and Town Manager Michelle Flewelling.

1. CALL TO ORDER.
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM. by Chairman Frederick.

2. PLEDGE TO THE FLAG.
3. REVIEW/APPROVE MINUTES OF MAY 4, 2010, MAY 5, 2010, AND MAY 10, 2010.
Selectman Lorette made a motion to approve the minutes of May 4, 2010.  Seconded by Selectman Holt. 

Selectman Lorette stated she had an issue with a few items on the agendas, and rescinded her motion.  The day is incorrect on the May 4, 2010 minutes and should read Tuesday.  There is also no attendance listed on those minutes.  Selectman Lorette made a motion to approve the minutes of May 4, 2010 as amended.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.
Selectman Lorette made a motion to approve the minutes of May 5, 2010.  Seconded by Selectman Lint.  Motion passed.

Selectman Lorette stated the minutes of May 10, 2010 also have an incorrect day and should have been Thursday, May 10, 2010.  She also stated that her quote under article #2 were from a different source than was stated in italic.  She will give the clerk the source she quoted from and the minutes will be amended.
Selectman Lint made a motion to approve the minutes as amended.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.
4. SELECTMEN’S REPORTS.   
Selectman Lorette asked about Graffiti at the ball field, and a refrigeration unit that was left on the ball field.  She also asked why the gates were not in place on Sandy River Rd.

5. TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT.

6. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON  PAWNBROKER LICENSE RENEWAL.
Selectman Holt made a motion to approve the pawnbrokers license for The Trading Post and Pawn Shop.  Seconded by Selectman Lorette.  Motion Passed.

7. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON SANDY RIVER ROAD.
Selectman Lorette made a motion to sign the letter to Olympia Snowe.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.

Jim Lord stated Summit Engineering submitted a report on May 13, stating their recommendations for Sandy River Road.   Loose fill 18 feet deep beneath the road.  They state the road is not safe for use until the road is repaired.  They gave two options.

Option 1

We recommend the Sandy River Road be relocated approximately 20 feet east within the vicinity of boringB-2 to move its footprint from overlying the loose fill layer. 

Option 2

We recommend the loose fill layer be over excavated and replaced with compacted granular fill.

      Brent Colbry spoke on the school budget and answered questions from Selectman and from citizens.

Selectman Holt made a motion to contract with Servpro for the Basement cleanup project.  Seconded by Selectman Lint.  Motion Passed.

10. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON DONATION TO THE NORRIDGEWOCK PUBLIC LIBRARY.
Selectman Lint made a motion for Chairman Frederick to sign the letter accepting the donation of $6,500.00 from the estate of Merle L. Emmons to be used toward the preservation of the Sophie May Library building.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.

11. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON LIGHTING AGREEMENT FOR THE BRIDGE.
Selectman Holt made a motion to sign the bridge lighting agreement.  Seconded by Selectman Lorette.  Motion Passed.

12. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON NOMINATIONS TO MMA’S LEGISLATIVE POLICY COMMITTEE.

13. DISCUSSION/ACTION ON 2010 FIREWORKS.

Selectman Lint made a motion to forward these letters to the Parks Committee for review and then brought back to Selectmen for a decision.  Seconded by Selectman Holt.  Motion Passed.
14. DISCUSSION ACTION TO APPROVE MAY 19, 2010 WARRANTS.
Selectman Holt made a motion to approve the warrants of May 19, 2010.  Seconded by Selectman Lorette.  Motion Passed.

15. OTHER BUSINESS/PUBLIC COMMENT.   (LIMITED TO 2 MINUTES)
Selectman Lorette asked if Michelle had any new information on the public hearing for Waste Management.

Jim Hilton asked where we are at with the gate issue.  Dig safe is evaluating it and letting them know where they can place the poles.  They were there last week and the place where the road crew had planned to put the pole but they couldn’t be placed where planned.  Ron said dig safe was there today and remarked it.

Liz Hilton asked if the signs posting the road closure were sufficient.  Selectmen felt it was.

Charlotte stated that in the past, the packets for Selectmen’s meeting were available on the Friday before the meeting allowing time for Selectmen to review them before the meeting and saving time during the meeting.
