
NORRIDGEWOCK BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S  
MEETING MINUTES

WEDNESDAY JULY 7, 2010 6:00 PM

PRESENT:  Ronald Frederick, Richard Holt, Victor Jepson, Thomas Lint.  Laura Lorette entered the meeting at 6:15 PM.

OTHERS PRESENT:  Town Manager Flewelling, Charlotte Curtis, Diane Gogan and Etta Tappan.

1. Chairman Frederick opened the meeting at 6:06 PM.

2. Pledge to the flag.

3. Richard Holt moved to accept the minutes of the June 16, 2010 meeting as amended by having #6 Budget Committee Meeting, last paragraph, changing “proved” to “provide”, Victor Jepson seconded.  All in favor.

4. Selectmen’s Reports:  Thomas Lint said there are branches left in the Wilder Hill Cemetery.  Laura Lorette asked about the financial reports she had requested at the last meeting.  Town Manager responded that she had meant to send a memo to the Treasurer about it, but wanted to discuss what kind of information they wanted to see before making the request.
5. Town Manager’s Report:  See attached.

6. Cemetery Lot Deeds:  Richard Holt moved to sign the two deeds,  one half of lot 201 in Sunset View Cemetery for Deborah Aubry and one half of lot 153 in Sunset View Cemetery for Eugene Meunier Sr and Beverly Meunier. Victor Jepson seconded.  All in favor.  
7. Road Projects Bids:  Four companies took out specs including Merle Lloyd & Sons and Gardner Construction from Bangor.  Only Bruce Manzer and Pike Industries entered bids.  The total for Bruce Manzer for Martin Stream Road, Ward Hill Road and Beech Hill Road was $339947.17 and for Pike Industries was $426807.00.  Victor Jepson moved to accept the bid of Manzer, Richard Holt seconded.  (For a breakdown of the proposals please see the attached schedule). Discussion:  Chair Frederick questioned if the contract gave a date for completion of the project;  Town Manager said it was 75 days from the date of the contract signing.  Selectman Lorette stated that she felt the Martin Stream Road should not be done due to difficult economic times.  Chair Frederick agreed that it was the responsibility of the Selectmen to protect the interests of the Town and that perhaps we should be banking money for the future.  Selectman Lorette said she had always had concerns about doing the Martin Stream Road but realized that the overlay on the other two roads needed to be done.  Chairman Frederick suggested that the Select Board meet with the Road Committee if they are considering pulling this project.  A call for a vote: Thomas Lint, Victor Jepson and Richard Holt voted in favor, opposed was Laura Lorette.  Chairman Frederick suggested that the Road Committee and the Budget Committee meet with the Selectmen at one meeting to discuss future projects.
8. Pole permits:  The Sandy River Rd Project required that a     

            pole be placed on the opposite side of the road.   Richard 
            Holt moved to sign the permit, Thomas Lint seconded.   
            Town Manager said the Town had received a bill for 
            $3000 from Madison Electric for moving the pole.  She 
            has asked the Public Utilities Commission for 
            a ruling on whether we have to pay it. Selectman Lorette 
            requested that the  information about the permit be put in 
            the minutes:  Madison Electric, dated 

            06/28/2010, #09-06-28-norr-10-jc.
9. Victor Jepson moved to sign General Warrant #13, Richard Holt Seconded.  All in favor.

10. Richard Holt moved to put the Supplemental Sewer Commitments on the agenda,  Victor Jepson seconded.  All in favor.  Charlotte Curtis explained that these were for one supplemental sewer bill from the March 15, 2010 billing and ten supplemental sewer bills for the June 15, 2010 billing.  Richard Holt moved to 

      sign the commitments, Victor Jepson seconded.  All in        

      favor.
11. Public Comment:  
1. Charlotte Curtis questioned why the Treasurer, who  

      is paid $1000 per year is being made responsible for 
      monthly financial reports, when the bookkeeper who 
      makes $30000+ per year and is familiar with the 
      financial program in the computer and has always 
      been responsible for producing financial reports is 
      not.  Charlotte stated that she does not know how to 
      provide the reports.  Chairman Frederick stated that 
      he didn’t know why she was being asked unless it 
      has something to do with the law.
2. Diane Gogan questioned the policy of allowing employees to take time off before a holiday when the office is expected to be busy.

Victor Jepson moved to adjourn at 7:00 PM, Richard Holt seconded.  All in favor.
