Ms. Curtis made a MOTION to add Discussion/Action on Fire Department Spending Authorization 

to the agenda. Seconded by Ms. Lynch. MOTION PASSED. 

 

Ms. Lynch made a MOTION to authorize an expense of up to $20,000.00 to purchase and install a 

new boiler at the fire department. Seconded by Ms. Curtis. MOTION PASSED. 

 

Mr. Lyman thanked members of the board for the cooperation and productivity over the course of 

his service. Mr. Lyman also noted that the people of Norridgewock are appreciative of mindful 



budgeting, which results in a fair, stable tax rate. Stability, both short-term and long-term, is 

important.
